Information from School Counselors -  

Dual Enrollment Reminder: Deadline to turn all dual enrollment paperwork into your high 
school counselor is May 15, 2025. No exceptions will be made after this date. 

Course Request Verification: Students will receive a copy of their course requests for the 
2025-26 school year during the week of May 12. If there are any changes that need to be 
made, students may do that on their form and return it to their school counselor by Friday, 
May 16. Changes may be made by MHS staff pending end of semester/school year grades, 
test scores, and class availability. Students needing Override or Waiver forms may see their 
counselor for one. 

Summer Courses through Florida Virtual School: NOW is the time to register for summer 
classes through Florida Virtual School (FLVS). Students can request a preferred start date, 
however, they need their counselor's approval in the registration process. This must be 
done before the end of May as counselors may not be available in the summer to approve 
FLVS course requests. 

MHS Summer School for Credit Recovery: Students who have not received their summer 
school paperwork for credit recovery may see their school counselor.  NOW is the time to 
turn the papers in to your school counselor. Parents/Guardians have also been notified 
with this information through Connect Messages.
