Attendance Policy – Students are 
expected to be in school, ON TIME daily.       
Tardies accumulate just like absences and 
are taken just as seriously.  Tardies and Early 
Sign-outs are extremely disruptive to the 
classroom learning environment.   
 

Report absences by phoning the 24-Hour 
Absence Line any time before 9am at 941-
358-2888, select option 8 and leave a 
message including your name and relation to 
student, Student Name, Grade, Teacher and 
illness.   
 

A student may not attend school with: 
Temperature above 100˚, Vomiting, 
Diarrhea, Rash, Open Wounds, Ringworm, 
Pink Eye, or anything contagious.  Students 
must be illness-free for 24 hours before 
returning to school.  DO NOT send your 
student to school with prescription or over-
the-counter meds without a Physician 
Authorization verified in advance by our 
Clinic Nurse. 
 

Kinnan is a Healthy Nutrition School – 
All foods served to your child on campus 
must meet our Nutrition & Wellness Policy 
guidelines.  We encourage foods from home 
to also be Healthy and Nutritious, including 
snacks.  Please provide ONLY WATER if you 
send a drink bottle to school.

Kinnan is a Uniform School – Students 
are expected to wear the school uniform 
daily. (Our uniforms don’t have a logo and 
may be found at most discount or 
department stores.)  Uniform consists of: 
Plain Collared Polo Shirt in White, Navy, 
Hunter Green, Maroon, Light Blue or Light 
Pink.  Uniform Style pants, shorts, skirts or 
skorts in Khaki, Navy or Black only. Jackets or 
sweatshirts may be worn over uniform tops 
when weather dictates.  Students may wear 
their Kinnan Spirit T-Shirt and jeans or sport 
shorts on Spirit days every Friday. 

 Shoes must be closed toe and closed heel 
athletic or dress shoes.  Athletic shoes are 
recommended due to PE every day.  More 
information on Uniforms may be found on 
our website. 
 

Personal Belongings – Students only 
need to bring school supplies and related 
items with them.  Be sure to label 
everything.  Toys, games, makeup, etc. are 
not allowed on campus unless approved in 
advance by the school.  Teachers do have 
special events where those items may be 
allowed. 
 

School Day – 8:25am – 3:15pm 
Unless enrolled in Comet Care, no students 
are to be on campus before 8am or after 
3:30pm.  Students must be in classrooms by 
8:25am.  Drop-off is via the “car-rider” line 
on the East side of campus – Prospect Road 
Entrance AFTER 8:00am.  Students are 
expected to be ON TIME every day.  Tardy 
students must be escorted to the office by a 
parent. 
 
Dismissal – Pick-up is also via the “car-
rider” line.  If you are changing how your 
child goes home, you must contact the office 
as soon as possible (no later than 2:50pm).  If 
you know ahead of time, please send a note 
to the teacher.  Always make sure your 
student knows how he/she is getting home.  
Early-Out days – check the school calendar 
for release times on those special 
Wednesdays and Fridays. 
 
Extended Day “Comet Care”   
Look for Before and After School Programs 
on the District Website Parents & Students 
tab. Comet Care is also available for Half 
Days/Early Outs and Summer Camp. 
 
Visitors – Always bring valid photo ID. 
By Florida Law, all visitors must sign in at the 
Front Office.  Visitors will not be allowed in 
classrooms without prior arrangement with 
the teacher.  Parents are welcome to join 
your child for their scheduled lunch after 
signing in at the Front Office.  *Please note 
that Lunch Schedules are subject to change 
due to Special Campus Events or Testing.
