Dress Code: 
Follow School Board Policy and Procedure. Check your Student Handbook for the complete dress code.
Follow the code. ASK before you WEAR it.
You may not have ANY Pants/Skirts/Shorts with exposed skin above midthigh length. 
NO BIKE SHORTS (SPANDEX LYCRA SHORTS)
All bottoms must be at least midthigh length. Bottoms must stay in dress code at all times.
Leggings, spandex type or lycra type material bottoms must be covered with a top that extends down below backside and covers at the same length all the way around.
ALL shirts must have sleeves. No Sleeveless or spaghetti strap tops/dresses.
No Pajamas or clothing intended to be sleepwear. No house slippers or shoes intended to for sleepwear.
Sheer material can only be worn if clothing underneath is in full dress code.
All undergarments must be covered at all times. All clothing intended to be worn as an undergarment must be covered.
