SAC Meeting Minutes
January 24, 2019

Motion to convene meeting by Ms. Vargus, Second by Ms. ****** at 6:03am. 
Minutes from November 29, 2018 meeting were viewed by the SAC committee. It was noted that Q1 math proficiency was 48%, this was omitted from the November 29th minutes. Motion to approve the minutes made by Ms. Vargas, second by Ms ******. 
Ms. Johns presents an update of Q2 data and school projections. Ms. Johnson reviewed the 2017 – 2018 school year letter grade and broke it down. Palm View received 279 points for the school year. Ms. Johns moves to school year goals for 2018 – 2019 school year. She noted that is the school met their set goals they would receive 490 points and would result in a letter grade of A. She noted that this was a very high goal. 3rd Grade ELA was 44%, 4th Grade 36%, and 5th Grade at 36%. 3rd Grade Math was 45%, 4th Grade 40%, and 5th Grade at 45%. 5th Grade Science was at 38%. Ms. Johnson moved on to the Q2 school grade projection based on the mid year benchmark assessments. The district projects Palm View receiving 372 points total resulting in a letter grade of C. Efforts to recruit community and business partners to support students and teachers leading up to the testing period. Next action steps were also discussed including upcoming writing trainings along with leadership team pushing to classroom to assist teachers and students. A question was raised by Ms. Garcia about how students are identified and grouped. Ms. Johnson explained the process of data collection and grouping using formative assessment data. 
Ms. Johnson shares a school safety update. A document with information on hard corners was distributed and discussed with SAC members. Ms. Garcia mentioned that adults are issued badges at the front desk, she asked to increased communication on the importance of wearing their badge while on campus.
The parent and teacher online survey window will open on February 25th. Computers will be available at school events during the month of February, the link will be on the school website and the Facebook page. Ms. Arreaga suggested using tablets in the car rider line. Class Dojo may also be used to send the survey out. 
Math STEM Family Night donations. The SAC members noted that two weeks’ notice would be sufficient to communicate.
Accelerated Reader: Reviewed purpose; pumping up the excitement for reading. Celebrating students who read! All books are leveled, students take a quiz after reading.  We had a pep rally last week with the students; pumped students up.  Media specialist (Ms. Beckett) promoting. Thursday-recognize top 10 readers “spot light readers.”  Picking out grade levels to spot light on the news.  First two winner classes already having lunch with Mr. D tomorrow.  School Goal: 7,000 points = Silly String Mrs. Johnson & Mr. D.  Fire Tablets also being awarded.  When students internalize their learning, have conversations and set goals, students get excited, achievement happens.  
Updates: Banners – Mr. D showed sample banner; enhancement from Art teacher (graphic design).  Will be color (not black and white).  Discussed adding ‘School of Heart’ to banner.  Mr. Cohen suggested connected hands/arms to illustrate working together (student hand; grown up hand).  Make the heart appear to pump (two lines above top left and right).
